- Second, while many commentators are predicting an increase in remote
working in the future, this is not at all clear from our responses up to now. As
we would expect, ions are ing the of remote
working almost on a daily basis, but many are yet to make any commitment to
long-term remote working. It appears that organisations do not yet know how
remote working is affecting performance and productivity, which is hardly
surprising given that most are using it for the first time. There is also the
requirement of putting in place new systems, policies and procedures for
remote working which in the Australian context is not something that can be
introduced without due diligence. Organisations are certainly debating the issue

with as yet no clear-cut decisions as to whether remote working will continue
beyond the pandemic.

Gas permeation through graphdiyne-based nanoporous membranes

Abstract

Two dimensional membranes having angstrom-scale pores are under extensive research
investigation due to its promising capabilities of exponential selectivity with high permeation
rates. Recent report! on monolayer graphene with single pore limit shows exponential
selectivity. Although it shows the performance beyond Robeson bound for polymers (100nm
thickness), the flow rates are not as high as required for the technological requirements.
Therefore, we investigate? graphdiyne membrane (90nm thickness) with intrinsic pores, using
isotopes and cryogenic temperature, to explore beyond the selectivity-permeability trade-off
limits. Despite being nearly a hundred of nanometers thick, the membranes allow fast,
Knudsen-type permeation of light gases such as helium and hydrogen whereas heavy noble
gases like xenon exhibit strongly suppressed flows. Beyond steric exclusion, there are other
factors including lattice flexibility and adsorption that affect selectivity between gases.
Furthermore, the unexpected fast permeation combined with selective gas transport through
graphdiyne provide a better permeability-selectivity trade-off compare to that of state-of-art
membranes, beyond the existing bounds. Our work offers important insights into intricate
transport mechanisms playing a role at nanoscale. Our study provides a feedback on the
extensive theoretical® simulations of molecule sieving through graphdiyne with intrinsic
lattice pores in angstrom scale.

Then he
moved to Weizmann Institute of Science, Israel for postdoctoral studies with FGS fellowship in 2017
in the lab of Prof. David Cahen and Prof. Gary Hodes, where he was investigating impact of defects on
the performance of hybrid halide perovskite (HaPs) solar cells. Later, he moved to University of
Manchester in 2018 with EPSRC fellowship as a research associate in Prof. Sir Andre K Geim's group.
At Manchester, he did build a low temperature systems for molecular gas transport measurements
through nanopores, starting from scratch. Later in 2020, he received prestigious Marie Curie
fellowship from the European Commission (call: H2020-MSCA-IF-2019) for two years. At present,
Achintya is the experimental officer at National Graphene Institute (NGI), University of Manchester

Title of talk: Chemical heterogeneity of non-metallic inelusions in steel
making: A multi-variate population balance modeling approach

Abstract
Achieving high mechanical performance in metallic materials requires precise control of th&
inclusion population, and the treatment of liquid steel in gas-stirred ladles is crucial for inclusion
cleanliness in specialty steels. Tracking the inclusion properties, such as size, chemical
composition, etc. are crucial in modeling of inclusion behavior in liquid metal treatment. A
comprehensive multi-variate population balance model (PBM) is developed to track the temporal
evolution of the inclusion population inside the ladle. The model is developed by incorporating
micro-mechanisms such as aggregation of inclusions, upward sedimentation of inclusions, flotation
of entrapped inclusions at the surface of the bubbles, and capture of inclusions at the top slag. The
model is solved using a weighted finite volume scheme to predict the chemical heterogeneity of
inclusions. The simulation results, when applied to an industrial gas-stirring ladle operation, show
the efficiency of this modeling approach and allow us to compare the respective roles of different
mechanisms on the inclusion removal rate. Furthermore, the PBM has produced new results for
multi-component inclusion system, including the distribution of inclusions with respect to their
chemical components.
